Chairman Salafia called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m. at Company #1 on Barton Hill Road.
Pledge of Allegiance

Approval of Minutes: A motion to approve the minutes of the May 9, 2016 regular meeting was made by Mr. Gotta and seconded by Mr. Germain. Voted 4-0.
A motion to approve the minutes of the May 12, 2016 special meeting was made by Mr. Germain and seconded by Mr. Gotta. Voted 3-1-0 with Mr. Hurne abstaining.

Communications: 
Recording Secretary reported that the Department received a thank you from Ron McCutcheon of 77 Middle Haddam Road for pumping on May 17, 2016. 
Chairman Salafia stated that Mr. Palmer has confirmed his resignation from the Fire Commission and the matter has been referred to the Town Council appointment committee. 
Unfinished Business:  
A) Update on building repairs: Chairman Salafia reported that he and Mr. Hurne met with the Town Manager and Dean Michaelson from Public Works to discuss and plan for building repairs, based on earlier meetings and workshops. Proposals were received on some of the work, which are reflected below:

Mr. Hurne made a motion, seconded by Mr. Germain, to allocate $180.00 to finish the exhaust pipe for the water heater at Co#2. Voted 4-0.  
Mr. Hurne made a motion, seconded by Mr. Gotta to expend $1629.00 to make the repairs to the stair treads and back door stair well at Co#2 as stated. Voted 4-0.

A third proposal was received for the fence work at Co#3. This item was discussed and is tabled until a special meeting on Thursday June 23, 2016 at 7:00 P.M..
It was also noted that Mr. Michaelson is looking into a proposal for a small domestic hot water heater at Co#1 so that the boiler does not need to be on all year. In addition, the Public Works Dept. has done some tree trimming on the west side of Co#2. There may be enough money in the budget to finish some small items from the punch list of building repairs, such as painting bays in Co#1, and purchasing appliances to replace the ones that have reached the end of their life in the Co#1 kitchen. Brief discussion occurred on these items.
B) Company #3 issues: The Department has been alerted that Co #3 is becoming a site for young people to congregate. The Police Chief is aware of the situation and is sending patrols more often. Update will be given soon.
C) Ladder truck update: Deputy Chief Bochinski stated that they have the final approval package, which will be signed Thursday June 16. Production will start then, and they are still on schedule for delivery in either October or November of this year.
New Business:
Reconciliation of accounts: 
A motion was made by Mr. Hurne, seconded by Mr. Germain, to move $320.00 from account #5120 to account #5434. Voted 4-0.
A motion was made by Mr. Hurne, seconded by Mr. Gotta, to move $4103.72 from account #5120 to account #5611. Voted 4-0.

A motion was made by Mr. Gotta, seconded by Mr. Hurne, to move $845.22 from account #5120 to account #5655. Voted 4-0.

A motion was made by Mr. Germain, seconded by Mr. Gotta, to move $54.39 from account #5120 to account #5623. Voted 4-0.

A motion was made by Mr. Gotta, seconded by Mr. Hurne, to move $1180.00 from account #5120 to account #5654. Voted 4-0.

A motion was made by Mr. Hurne, seconded by Mr. Gotta, to move $1897.58 from account #5620 to account #5690. Voted 4-0.
A motion was made by Mr. Hurne, seconded by Mr. Gotta, to move $1988.00 from account #5743 to account #5744. Voted 4-0.

A motion was made by Mr. Hurne, seconded by Mr. Gotta, to move $5336.99 from account #5621 to account #5658. Voted 4-0.

Strawberry Festival: It was noted that the Fire Chief and Fire Marshal were recently made aware that Parks & Rec is holding the Strawberry Festival this Sat., June 18, concurrent with the town-wide tag sale. Chief Voelker noted that some apparatus will be moved from Co#1 to the PD and Co#2, with crews ready and aware.  Chairman Salafia also noted that he will be emailing Mr. Hall, the new Parks & Rec Director introducing himself and encouraging open lines of communication on events such as this. A brief discussion then occurred on the logistics of the Festival.
Executive Session: 

A motion was made by Mr. Germain, seconded by Mr. Hurne, to enter into Executive Session along with Chief Voelker, Deputy Chief Bochinski and Assistant Chief Swan at 7:24 P.M. Voted 4-0.
Executive Session ended at 7:39 P.M. It was noted that discussion was held on a claim that came through the Town Manager. All three Chiefs dealt with the issue previously and no further action is necessary at this time.

Adjournment:

A motion was made by Mr. Hurne and seconded by Mr. Gotta to adjourn the meeting at 7:50 p.m..  Voted 4-0 in favor.
