A meeting was held on March 20, 2013 at Chatham Acres.  The meeting opened at 10:35am.  Members present were Thomas Denman, Ann McLaughlin, Jo Ann Ewing, Monica Kangley and Judie Bobbi. Patricia Dufour was absent.

Minutes:
A motion was made by Ms. Ewing to accept the Minutes of February 20th.  Ms. Kangley seconded.  Vote was unanimous.

Bills and Communication:
RTK Environmental, LLC sent an invoice for the asbestos testing and report.  Ms. McLaughlin mad a motion to approve payment.  Ms. Ewing seconded.  Vote was unanimous.

Quick Books sent notice of renewal of the Enhanced Payroll subscription that will be charged in April.

MERS (municipal employee’s retirement system) sent a letter regarding information if an employer opts to be removed from the plan.
Lawrence Associates sent an invoice for 60% completed design plans for the CDBG.  Ms. Ewing made a motion to pay invoice.  Ms. McLaughlin seconded.  Vote was unanimous.

Invoice was received from State Auto for the Commercial Package and Workers Comp.  Board members agreed to pay in full.

Cash Report:
Ms. Bobbi presented the bank reconciliation for February 2013.  Board reviewed the report and it will be filed for audit.

Old Business and New Business:

A tenant has requested and extra plug for a table lamp beneath the circuit breaker box.  Ms. McLaughlin made a motion to approve.  Ms. Kangley seconded.  Vote was unanimous.
CDBG:  Ms. Bobbi reported that the application is nearing completion and the design drawings and bid package will be ready at the end of March to be submitted for review by DECD by the deadline, April 5th.
The results may not be known for a few months and then if we are chosen as one of the recipients then the bid process will take place and that could be a month or two till completed.

Ms. Ewing suggested that a letter be sent regarding the snow removal on the town roads leading into the senior housing sites.  During the blizzard, West Drive was not plowed and it was necessary for Grasshopper Landscaping to plow his way into Bellwood Court.  This could have been a problem if an emergency occurred.  Also, Ms. Ewing inquired if the site maps with apartment locations were also provided to the ambulance and/or fire department.  Ms. Bobbi had provided this in the past but will send out copies as a reminder of the apartments.
The use of the senior van for an outing on a Saturday 3 or 4 times a year for the Bellwood Court and Chatham Acres residents will be coordinated between Jodi and Jo Ann and will be used as a senior center event.

RSC: Ms. Brazal attending an RSC meeting.
Tenant Commissioner:
Ms. Kangley brought up the issue of a barrier for the fumes on the road affecting apartment 11 Bellwood Court.  Mr. Denman stated that he had spoken to Dion, our maintenance person and he suggested a weave being put into the fence that is there to block the fumes.  Board members discussed and thought this could be a good solution.  Ms. Bobbi will pass on the decision to Dion.
Ms. Kangley also wanted to know if the raised be garden by the community room is still an option.  Ms. Bobbi reported that the Boy Scout interested in doing this for his eagle badge is working on it.

Ms. Kangley mentioned that a tenant who has an aide is pulling up onto the sidewalk near apartment 15.  Ms. Bobbi had told the aide she could not park on the sidewalk but could temporarily pull up to the top of the parking lot to pick up if necessary but if the tenant cannot walk a few more steps, there is a wheel chair available to use.  

Ms. Kangley also brought up installing sidewalks along the back doors of the apartments, replacing the pads that are now in place.  Board members agreed to check the situation out when they do the walk of the site in the spring/summer.

A motion was made by Ms. Kangley to adjourn at 11:45am.  Ms. Ewing seconded.
