Minutes:
A motion was made by Ms. McLaughlin to approve the minutes of March 20th.  Ms. Kangley seconded.  Vote was unanimous.

Bills and Communication:
Invoice #2 was received from Lawrence Associates.  Ms. McLaughlin made a motion to approve payment.  Ms. Ewing seconded.  Vote was unanimous.
Quick Books Pro 2013 program has been ordered as it is necessary to update every two years.  Also, new checks and envelopes were ordered.  Ms. Bobbi noted that laser secure voucher checks were ordered.

Cash Report:
Ms. Bobbi presented the March reconciliation.  Board members reviewed and it will be filed for audit.

Old Business and New Business:
Ms. Bobbi noted that she had transferred funds from the savings to checking after speaking with Chairman Denman; due to expenses of the Architect Services and the extra snow removal expenses incurred.

CDBG Application has been sent in to DECD and according to Larry Wagner everything looked to be in order.  We will probably not hear until mid- summer.  Two copies of the application were dropped off at the Town Hall and we could probably stop to pick up a copy.

Eagle Project for the raised planters at Bellwood Court has been approved by the Scout Council.  The work is planned to begin by the end of this month.

Ms. McLaughlin asked if we had decided to address the plowing of West Drive during the blizzard.  Board members agreed that we will send a reminder next fall to make sure the road going into Bellwood Court is open during storms.  

Ms. McLaughlin also brought up the issue of #11 and fumes.  Ms. Bobbi noted that maintenance has been notified to use the suggested weave on the fence to alleviate the fumes from cars coming down West Drive.  Also, Mr. Denman noted he had spoken to the adjoining property owner regarding his complaints on a portion of the fence in the woods along his property line that was damaged by falling branch.  Mr. Denman told the neighbor that we planned to fix our fence when the ground was no longer frozen and we could work it in.  However, it was the property owner’s tree that caused the damage.

Ms. Bobbi noted that we had one tenant who had wandered into town and we were concerned and had contacted a family member.  We have a few frail tenants that we are trying to keep close tabs on and Ms. Bobbi has spoken to our RSC regarding the issues.
Ms. Bobbi presented the Financial Statement for the quarter ending 3/31/2013 to the Board for review.
