A meeting was held on October 16, 2013 at Bellwood Court.  The meeting opened at 6pm.  Members present were Thomas Denman, Patricia Dufour, Ann McLaughlin, Jo Ann Ewing, Monica Kangley, Jodi Brazal and Judie Bobbi.

Minutes:
A motion was made to accept the Minutes of the September 18th meeting by Ms. McLaughlin.  Ms. Dufour seconded.  Vote was unanimous.

A motion was made to accept the Minutes of the Special Meeting held on September 24th by Ms. McLaughlin.  Ms. Dufour seconded.  Vote was unanimous.

Public Comment:
A discussion was opened with residents of Bellwood Court.  The Housing Board gave a list of items that would be addressed if we are successful with a request for funding on an application that would be due to CHFA/DOH by January 20, 2014.  Some of the items discussed were bathroom tubs replaced with walk in showers, new vanity and sink added; kitchen countertops, cabinets and stoves; flooring upgrade; new outside doors; paving and roofing; possible community room rehab.  Eleven residents were in attendance and offered some similar suggestions along with others such as entry to apartment solution, ceiling light in bedroom, better call for aid bell and more storage.  Ms. Bobbi noted as we progress with our application we may request individual letters from tenants be written in support. 
There were other comments that had to do with ongoing maintenance such as checking gutters for leaks, Laundry room floor, clogged shower head, tree trimming and hole between sink and stove in #19.

Bills and Communication:
Grasshopper sent quote for a two year snow contract.  Ms. Kangley made a motion to approve.  Ms. Dufour seconded.  Vote was unanimous.

Heat Pump winterization contract quote were received from T & S Heating and Air Conditioning and LINK Mechanical services.  A motion was made to approve contract from T&S Heating by Ms. McLaughlin.  Ms. Dufour seconded.  Vote was unanimous.

Comcast contract renewal was presented.  No increase for a year and half  DTA boxes for each community room and any resident who want a second box at no extra charge.

Cash Report:
Ms. Bobbi presented the bank reconciliation for September 2013.  Members reviewed and it will be filed for audit.  Ms. Bobbi asked Board Members if the Reconciliation Report could be emailed each month prior to the meeting rather than having to print out copies each month.  Board was in agreement.

Old Business and New Business:
RSC contract for 2013 – 2014 were received and the 1st payment was received.

JK Energy Solutions has contacted the Housing Authority to see if we are interested in their proposal.  Board Members want to table any decision on it until next year.

Ms. Bobbi presented 2014 Budget.  Ms. McLaughlin made a motion to approve the budget pending approval from CHFA.  Ms. Dufour seconded.  Vote was unanimous.

Ms. Bobbi presented the Quarterly Financial Statement to be sent in to CHFA for Board review.

October 2nd, Ms. Bobbi and Ann McLaughlin met with Larry Wagner and Rick Lawrence about the CDBG.  We hope to get the signed contracts back from the state in the next couple of weeks.  The bids will be in 3 packages; interior renovations, Site work (paving) with an add- in for concrete bid and Roofing.
The Housing Authority will get quotes for the electric stove replacement and forward the pricing to Larry.

Ms. Bobbi and Chairman Denman met the same day with Millenium Real Estate to discuss the January 20th proposal for the Bellwood Court improvements.  Ms. Bobbi will follow up in a couple of weeks to keep the process moving forward.

Vacancies:  There are currently 3 with one lease just signed.

RSC:
Ms. Brazal spoke to thank the Senior Center for the use of the van for a trip to the Butterfly Place in Deerfield, MA and for the help Ms. McLaughlin provided in obtaining permission for us.  Sign up for Energy Assistance is half way done and now Medicare “D” Enrollment has begun for anyone who is not signed up or who wants to change plans.  Ms. Brazal has been in contact with the AG’s office regarding the way CL&P bills are written.  It seems the way a credit is shown on the bill is very confusing to seniors where it gives the impression that it is a balance due.  Also, of concern is the Discharge Planning at Middlesex.  Elderly are being discharged on a Friday or Saturday night which means they will be going home alone to a dark home and no services that could available to them until the following week.
Tenant Commissioner:  
Ms. Kangley reported under Public Comments.

A motion was made to approve the winter schedule for meetings by Ms. Kangley.  Ms. Ewing seconded.  Meetings from November through March will be held at 11am on the 3rd Wednesday.  Vote was unanimous.

Motion was made to adjourn at 7:40 by Ms. McLaughlin.  Ms. Dufour seconded.
