1.  Call to Order:  Chair Zawisza called this regular meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

2.  Seating of Alternates – Chair Zawisza sat Mr. Mercieri for voting.   

3.  Approval of Minutes – January 12, 2012
Motion made by Ms. Curtis to approve minutes of January 12, 2012, seconded by Mr. Petell, Vote: Yes: 5; No: 0; Abstain: 0, motion approved. 

4.  Communications and Liaison Reports
The recording clerk indicated no communications.  

Vice Chair Petell mentioned IWWA discussed 18 Wells Avenue and 68 Spellman’s Pt. Rd. issues.  They want to review this again.  The IWWA will be looking into adopting a vegetative buffer along the Lake.  

A motion was made by Ms. Curtis to amend the Agenda to include an “Item 6.a.1 – Discussion with Mr. Lee, DEEP; seconded by Vice Chair Petell, Vote: Yes: 5; No: 0; Abstain: 0, motion passed.  
5.  Public Remarks 
Patience Anderson spoke to the Commission regarding recent and upcoming meetings.  
6.  Plan Review 
a.1.  Mr. Lee, DEEP

Mr. Lee was present to discuss work done with and by DEP in the past regarding the Lake.  He gave a history of the involvement and studies done and brought copies of reports, studies, information for the Commission.  He also presented a list of reports Ken Wagner worked on for the Commission.  
a.  Culvert Replacement at Christopher Brook – Brian Long, CLA Engineers

Brian Long presented plans to the Commission for the proposed project to replace pipes to alleviate flooding and road undermining in the area conveying Christopher Brook into the Lake. The footbridge will be eliminated, the sidewalk will be straightened and the road widened a bit.  There is no identified funding or schedule at this time.  If all approvals are in place, a shovel-ready project could be in place for possible upcoming opportunities.  Public Works has applied through Midstate Regional Planning for a grant, but have come up in the queue behind a large, three-year project Cromwell has in process.   The project will be accomplished within four (4) weeks, ideally in the fall.  Staging would be at the park. The Commission will review and submit comments next month.  
b.  18 Wells Avenue 
Bart Bovic, MBA Engineering, was present to detail this two-lot subdivision.  Applicant is Tom Wells and Donald DiVivo.  There will be a restricted area/conservation easement to protect the upland wetlands area.  The present 2’ foot path will be replaced with a 4’ path; parking areas will be further from the Lake.  The kitchens in the present bunkies will be removed and will not be rented out.  There has been no environmental assessment done, but there has been a wetlands delineation.  This property is on the sewer line, and will have a gravel drive. The applicant was commended on the features.
After discussions, a motion was made by Ms. Curtis to send a letter to Inland Wetlands and Planning and Zoning through Cathy Sirois with this commission’s comments by next month; seconded by M. Carbonell; Vote:  Yes: 5; No: 0; Abstain: 0, motion passed. 
c.  25 Meeks Point Road

Joseph Fest, son of the owner Antonio Fest, 25 Meeks Point Road.  Mr. Fest read a synopsis of the project.  Plans are to remove the house and construct a new one.  There will be backfill on the street side of the property.  New trees and landscaping will be installed after construction.  There will be three rain gardens, one by the Lake.  There will be a “storm tech” system installed in the flat area.  Gutters will be tied to storm tech system or rain gardens.  This property is on the sewer line.  There are over 50 significant trees on the property (taking down 8).  Note:  an elevation correction at the house on the plan will be corrected. After discussion, Ms. Curtis made a motion to send comments to the next commission; with letters going to I/W and P&Z.; seconded by Mr. Carbonell; Vote: Yes:5; No: 0: Abstain:0, motion passed.  
7.  Old Business

A.  Sub-committee Report on Education 
Vice Chair Petell updated the commission on the brochures.  

Mr. Carbonell noted that the Subcommittee will start meeting; will search out locations, times, etc. and advise.
Mr. Petell discussed signage on the new area of the Airline Trail as well as the upcoming Lake Cleanup Day.  We will be looking for a donation for the dumpster.  
b.  Update on Watershed Signage Plan
Mr. Hayden detailed the locations of the signs installed for the Commission and the rationale for relocation of several.  
8.  New Business 
a.  Loos Pond Restoration

Rod Rinell, 96 Mott Hill Road was present to express his concern regarding the property behind his.  He gave a history of the location and asked if there was possibility the Town could rebuild the dam/spillway.  The Commission stated that this would be a monumental expense and could potentially expose the Town to extreme liability.  The possibility of grant(s) was discussed.  
b.  Announcement of training date and time with Dr. Ken Wagner for water quality sampling (scheduling updated date) – Tabled 
c.  Researching potential grants for water quality improvement and conservation purposes.  

Discussed earlier with guest Mr. Lee.  It was suggested that a presentation could be compiled with the group of reports.  

9.  Public Remarks  
Patience Anderson encouraged the Commission to work up the figures for accomplishment of the projects desired and to inform the community.  

A short discussion ensued regarding walleye stocking of the Lake.
