6. Plan Review:
a. Carol Hartmann, 266 Hog Hill Road, Timber Harvest -  M08/L24/B4A-  Mr. Hayden reported on this property which is currently a horse farm of approximately 13.65acres-  The applicant is proposing a timer harvest on the east side in addition to some clearing on the horse pasture side.   There are wetlands in the timber harvest area which includes a crossing.  The applicant is requesting to harvest approximately 7 acres of land, 150 trees all to be used as firewood.
Ms. Curtis made a motion to pass a letter onto the Inland Wetland Watercourse Agency regarding the proposed timber harvest at 266 Hog Hill Road in support of this application.  Motion was seconded Ms. Selavka.  The motion passed unanimously.
