1.  Call to Order:  Chair Zawisza called this regular meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

2.  Seating of Alternates – Mr. Mercieri was seated.
Chair Zawisza made a motion to add an item 6C to the agenda, Plan Review of 61 Meeks Point Road, Claudia Deane; seconded by Vice Chair Petell; Vote: Yes:4; No: 0; Abstain: 0, motion passed.

3.  Approval of Minutes 
A.  Minutes of September 13, 2012
Vice Chair Petell made a motion to approve the minutes as written of the September 13, 2012  meeting; seconded by Mr. Carbonell; Vote:  Yes:4; No: 0; Abstain: 0, motion passed. 
4.  Communications and Liaison Reports 
Chair Zawisza announced that there will be an environmental conference held on 11-17-12 and Commission members would receive a $15.00 discount.

Chair Zawisza read an email from Mike Rose, resigning from the Commission.  

(Irene Curtis arrived 7:04 p.m.)
Vice Chair Petell reported that the owner of Blueberry and Scraggy Island in the Lake has been ferrying large rocks/boulders to the islands because he believed there was erosion occurring.  This activity has ceased.  
Vice Chair Petell also noted that in place of Keith Hayden, the Chair of IWWA is now the Duly Authorized Agent (until Ruth Plummer finishes her course work).  Ms. Plummer is the new staff agent to IWWA.  

Chair Zawisza spoke of the handout (pamphlet) that the DEEP, on October 20, 2012, will be doing on-site training at Colchester Fire House.  
5.  Public Remarks – None 
6.  Plan Review 

a.  39 Lake Drive – This is a variance from 20% to 21-1/2% to extend the porch by 4’ (by 25’).  A suggestion to the owner could do something to catch the water coming off the house; rain gardens would be good.  The Commission had no questions for this project and Mr. Carbonell made a motion to pass along with comment recommending this project; seconded by Ms. Curtis; Vote: Yes: 5; No: 0; Abstain: 0, motion passed.  Chair Zawisza will write letter.   
b.  1 Byron Road – This project is to reduce the front yard setback from 25’ to 20’ to construct a 22 x 24 garage.  This Commission suggested more information be made available and resubmitted before Commission makes a recommendation:  map measurements differ from application (accurate measurements), location of drive, size of driveway and materials used, which part of lot setback is on, lot coverage, and plan for roof drainage.  Clerk will send comments to Building Department.
c.  61 Meeks Point Road – This project is to repair/replace well line.  Excavation will most likely be done in a day or so.  No wetlands soil will be disturbed.  This qualifies for Agent approval.  E&S controls will be used.  Vice Chair Petell made a motion to send this along without comment, seconded by Ms. Curtis; Vote: Yes: 5, No: 0; Abstain: 0, motion passed.    
7.  Old Business

A.  Sub-Committee Report on Education (Carbonell, Mercieri, Curtis, Selavka, Petell)
Vice Chair Petell advised he has made an appointment to present tee shirts to participants and the teacher will work on who will be involved with the costumes.  
Mr. Mercieri advised regarding the status of the signage at the Airline Trail.  He read the mission statement for the project.  Barry Ford from Ford Folios was present to explain how signs will be constructed.  He does not handle the installation.  There will be three signs.  Mr. Ford, Mr. Mercieri and Vice Chair Petell will select pictures and decide on verbiage.  

8.  New Business 

A. Overview of Water Quality Sampling with Dr. Ken Wagner 
Several Commission members have spoken with Dr. Wagner.  His associate, George, will probably be our contact person from now on (George is Vice Chair of CT Federation of Lakes).  Dr. Wagner is very busy.  George would like to meet with the group, explain what he could bring to the Commission, and then the Commission could determine an action plan for the future.  He suggested he could digest all reports written so far for approximately $15,000.  Chair Zawisza mentioned that Dr. Wagner stated he could create a Watershed Management Plan from all the reports for approximately $8,000.  Discussion ensued regarding dredging, Dr. Wagner’s reports and recommendations, oxygenation, and several options for catch basins.  Mr. Mercieri suggested an oxygenation system, from the reports, 32 locations, could be accomplished for approximately $130,000.  Discussion followed.
