6.  Plan Review - None
7.  Old Business

a.  Sub-Committee Report on Education (Carbonell, Mercieri, Curtis, Selavka, Petell)
Mr. Mercieri reported we have Cranberry Bog sign and the one for the trail beginning for review and edit; so we will have by spring.  A “you are here” dot was suggested.  The Town Manager has seen them.  The DEEP logo must be put on.  
Vice Chair Petell gave a review of status of Lake Area Clean Up, April 20, 2013 (rain date 4-21-13).  It will be on the boat launch side from 9 a.m. – 1 p.m.  The Commission will cover the cost of a 20 yard dumpster, reserve the Park, Police notification, and Public Works vehicle through Keith Hayden.  The Friends will cover the cost of announcement banner for Stop and Shop, the cost of additional tee-shirts (smalls needed), Paul Angelico will put on a buffet rather than hamburgs and hot dogs.  Questions were raised regarding previous sponsorship by Center Package who provided the ice and Mather and Pitts who provided the condiments.  No bags are necessary.  There are signs for the route that will go out.  American Distillers donated $200.  Vice Chair Petell got a dozen pair of gloves from Pauls and Sandys and will most likely get another dozen from Ace.  The question of insurance was discussed.  Vice Chair Petell will look into.  Ideas for future cleanups were discussed.  
Mr. Petell reported that he received a reminder card regarding Old Home Day.  It was decided that this Commission would man a booth again this year.  

8.  New Business 

Chair Zawisza welcomed new members Joe Mercieri, Marty Podskoch and Roger Abraham.  
a. Water Sampling - Vice Chair Petell reported that Keith Hayden had called him regarding having the company that does the storm water sampling for the Town do the sampling that the Commission needs done.  After discussions it was decided to research the amount of sampling needed and speak further to Mr. Hayden.  
b. Schedule meeting with George Knoecklien to inspect water testing equipment (repairing and replacing) – After the inspection, the process will be gone over with the new sampling team.  

c. Research potential grants for water quality improvement and conservation purposes – Mr. Carbonell mentioned that Chuck Lee will notify us when money is available.  Chair Zawisza spoke regarding the article he brought in last meeting, regarding grant money available.  

Chair Zawisza spoke regarding labeling all catch basins.  Mr. Abraham’s classes would provide the labor.  He will seek approval from the Principal.  
Chair Zawisza will notify the Police Department of the Clean up effort on 4-20-13.
