1.  Call to Order 
 This regular meeting was called to order by Chair Zawisza at 7:02 p.m.
2.  Seating of Alternates – None seated. 

3. Approval of Minutes – October 10, 2013 
Due to computer crash, minutes from October are temporarily unavailable but will be available at December meeting. 

4.  Communications and Liaison Reports
Vice Chair Petell noted that the rocks are now moved out of the water.  There is a plan to restore the island and maintain the shoreline; 
The Brookhaven Park Association will be pouring a pad to retain the runoff.  They will be installing a trench with fabric and stone.  Maintenance will be required;
The proposed tire center, (Flannery’s) on East High Street is going back and forth with Anchor regarding the swamp area;
The Town withdrew the application for S. Wangonk until the spring. The ultimate goal is to slow the water down to the pipe.  There are two associations involved.
Mr. Petell made a motion to add to Agenda an Item 6, Day Point Road, seconded by Mr. Carbonell, Vote unanimous, motion passed.  

5. Pubic Remarks - None 

6.  Plan Review
a. 55 Day Point Road 
Application has been to this Commission previously.  It is here for a reduction of work.  The retention basin is being eliminated.  
Mr. Carbonnel made a motion that we accept the reduction as submitted and send a letter of approval, seconded by Ms. Curtis, vote unanimous in favor, motion passed.    

7. Old Business 
a. Sub-Committee Report on Education
Mr. Petell stated we should brainstorm as to next year’s plan.  The newsletter may be put out again.  Inventory of open space and conservation areas could be started.  The wetlands map is 60 years old and could be updated.  

8.  New Business
a.  Approval of 2014 Meeting Dates
It was noted that July 10 is the first day of Old Home Days.
Mr. Petell made a motion to accept the listed meeting dates for 2014, seconded by Ms. Curtis, vote was unanimous in favor, motion passed.    
b. Budget Discussion 
No large expenditures are foreseen at this time.  Mr. Sissick stated that there is $30,000 (reduced from $40,000) in Capital for infiltration type catch basins around the Lake.  Some catch basins may be able to be done in-house.  Christopher Brook project will start in the spring and take all summer.  The schedule for the redesign of the Old Marlborough Road/Rte. 66 has not been finalized.  
c.  Water Sampling 
 We need a new lab to do our sampling.  Ms. Selavka informed the Commission the previous lab had closed.  
d.  Discussion of Dr. George’s Proposal to Teach Training
 Dr. George feels that although Ms. Selavka does testing, she may need more training to feel more comfortable doing testing.  

In a meeting with the Town Manager, Chuck Lee from DEEP, Joe Carbonnel, John Moore, Ruth Checko, Melissa Zioban, and Pete Zawisza, discussed was that the dam is cracked and there is very little flow.  If it was opened just a bit, more sea wall work could be done.   Inspections are the responsibility of DEEP. 
Melissa Zioban stated there is a STEAP grant, Ms. Checko will investigate and write.  
Dr. George could possible add some information to the grant application. 

Mr. Petell asked if the Agricultural Commission is still viable.  
 
9. Public Remarks 
Meg Wright reported that River COG has been given a grant to develop a map of the 17 towns that they work with.  Their website is very informative.  They can help the Town work on projects, etc.   

10. Adjournment
Mr. Podskotch made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Vice Chair Petell, meeting adjourned at 8:20 p.m.
