Mr. Patel requested an updated agenda for Inland Wetlands be sent to him each month.  

Mr. Podskotch briefed the group on the Energy Task Force.  Open houses will be held at Dr. Palmer’s building and Mr. Poskotch’s home.  He advised group on energy audits as well.  This fall, a presentation will be done at the schools.  The Task Force will also be doing benchmarking for Town buildings to investigate possible savings.

6. Plan Review 
a. 71 Spellman Point Road
This application is for a variance for the front and side yard for a carport to be built next to his existing garage.  After discussion, it was agreed that the runoff from the carport and garage be contained as it comes off the roof.  The group was also concerned that this met the impervious surface requirements.  After discussion, Mr. Carbonell made a motion to approve with the condition the water go to a rain garden or drywell, seconded by Mr. Podskotch, Vote:  Yes: 6, No: 0, Abstain: 0, motion passed.      
b. 83 Spellman Point Road
This application is for a cantilevered room addition on three piers.  This is within 24’ of the Lake and it would appear that with the addition it will be over his lot coverage.  After discussion Mr. Carbonell made a motion to approve, seconded by Mr. Petell, Vote: Yes: 6, No: 0, Abstain: 0, motion passed.

Mr. Carbonell advised regarding the discussions regarding the Bevin Dam.
8. New Business
Mr. Petell spoke of a discussion he had with the Chair of Inland Wetlands regarding the invasive plant species.  Mr. Carbonell is hoping that the park attendants can attend a class in order to increase awareness.  
Chair Zawisza mentioned two newspaper articles: one on Brownfields Grant money and one on fertilizer ordinances.

Chair Zawisza spoke regarding the fact that this Commission has given information to the Town regarding ways to help the Lake, but it seems the recommendations aren’t being incorporated.  

Mr. Mercieri mentioned that the sign at the bog is falling down and will be replaced.  He discussed the park at the waterfall between Watrous and the walkway to the Trail.  A few trails need to be remarked.  

Mr. Podskotch mentioned that American Distilling gave a talk regarding their company’s environmental concerns.  The company would be willing to give a tour of the plant.  The Historical Society is having a Witch Hazel festival.
