1. Call to Order

3. Approval of Minutes:  
a. June 12, 2014
Mr. Carbonell made a motion to approve the minutes of the June 12, 2014 meeting as presented, seconded by Mr. Petell, Vote: Yes: 4, No: 0, Abstain: 0, motion passed.  

b. May 8, 2014It

4. Communications and Liaison Reports

Mr. Podskotch reported on green power, and interviews will occur soon.  Energy consumption in Town buildings is being explored.   
5. Plan Review 
a. 188 Chestnut Hill Road – 24 x 40 Pole Barn
This application was unrepresented.  This barn will be on be on piers on a concrete slab; no gutters.  The building has floor to ceiling windows.  Concern was raised about where the runoff would be going.  

Mr. Petell made a motion to approve this plan with a letter asking if they want the rain water going close to the septic tank, seconded by Mr. Podskotch, Vote: Yes: 4, No: 0, Abstain: 0, motion passed.  

b. 2 Raymond Road – 20 x 16 Floating Dock (correction:  Deck)
A ground level deck is being proposed.  It is well in excess of 100’ from the Lake.  He will be putting down plastic with stone over it, under the deck.  

Mr. Carbonell made a motion to accept the deck as proposed, seconded by Mr. Petell.  Vote: Yes: 4, No. 0, Abstain: 0, motion passed.

a. Sub-Committee Report on Education
Mr. Petell showed materials for Old Home Day booth.
