1.  Call to Order 
This regular meeting was called to order at 7:06 p.m. by Chair Karlson.    
a.  Adoption of Agenda/Added agenda items 
Mr. DeMore made a motion to adopt the agenda with the addition of Item 6b, seconded by Ms. Willson.  Vote: Yes: 5, No: 0: Abstain: 0, motion passed.
(7:07 p.m. – Vice Chair Sylvester arrived.)  
2.  Approval of Minutes – Special Meeting, May 20, 2013
Motion was made by Mr. Bristol to approve the minutes of May 20, 2013, as amended, seconded by Ms. Willson; Vote:  Yes: 4; No: 0; Abstain: 2 (Dostaler, Sylvester); motion passed.  
3.  Public Comments - None
4.  Staff Reports 

The Agency is still without staff liaison, since the resignation of Keith Hayden, Director of Public Works.  Interviews have been conducted with seven candidates; follow-ups are being scheduled.  
5.  Liaison Reports 
Ms. Dostaler informed the Agency that the Town Council has an item on the Agenda regarding a request from James P. Carey, regarding 13 Summit Street.  This project was denied by the State for available water (on 2-14-13 the denial followed unsuccessful sanitary radius for the project as it was previously proposed).  Developer is scaling project back to thirty one (31) two-bedroom condo units (total yield is 6,975/day for total housing – 225 per unit per day).  
6.  Old Business
a.  Epoch Arts Status

Chair Karlson advised that the contract was signed with VHB to start (4-13-13) a draft QUAP.  The draft was discussed with VHB, to make it accepted by EPA, who had several dozen comments.  Timing is important.  
A motion was made by Mr. Bristol to request an extension (usually a year) of the grant period; seconded by Ms. Willson; Vote: Yes: 6; No: 0; Abstain: 0, motion passed.

Chair Karlson will be meeting with Town Manager Maniscalco to discuss the future direction of the Agency, regarding opportunities, direction, focus properties, groundwater assessment.  After discussions with the Agency these appear to be the top interest areas. 
Chair Karlson discussed a site, potentially impacted, in which the Town may be interested.  There could be a Phase I; limited Phase II.  

Mr. Bristol discussed the market analysis.  Ms. Dostaler mentioned that the roof project will be going forward.  Ms. Dostaler mentioned continuing talks regarding continuing the Airline Trail adjacent to 82 Main Street and to the Portland side of Town.  
If Village Center groundwater assessment is done, a plan should be developed as to what will be done with the data.  A “straw” pole of members present determined those in favor of furthering this project.  Chair Karlson will seek clarification as to the extent of work that can be done with no further approvals with the balance of the grant.  

Mr. Bristol made a motion that the Agency endorse the concept of spending remaining grant monies for Village wide groundwater assessment; seconded by Ms. Dostaler; Vote:  Yes: 6; No: 0; Abstain: 0, motion passed.  

Mr. Bristol made a motion to empower the Chair to request an extension of the 2010 grant for the purpose of allowing expending remaining funds and such extension shall include a schedule of expenditures expected; seconded by Ms. Dostaler, Vote: Yes: 6, No: 0; Abstain: 9, motion passed.  

 Mr. Bristol made a motion that the Agency create a working subcommittee to establish a scope of the Village Center groundwater assessment that would be in the parameters of the 2010 grant funding.  The Chair is empowered to name the committee; seconded by Vice Chair Sylvester, Vote:  Yes: 6; No: 0; Abstain: 0, motion passed.  

The Chair noted that we have asked for a corrected invoice from VHB.  The Chair will draft the letter and Ms. Dostaler will get back to us after the next Town Council meeting.  
Chair Karlson named the committee:  Mr. Bristol, Mr. Wolfram, Ms. Sylvester,  Ms. Dostaler.
