Call to Order: Chairperson Sylvester called the meeting to order at 7:03 P.M.
Adoption of Agenda: Mr. Bristol made a motion, seconded by Mr. Wolfram, to approve the agenda. Voted 6-0 in favor.

Approval of Minutes: 
Regular Meeting, May 23, 2016: Mr. Bristol made a motion to approve the minutes with the two changes mentioned. Seconded by Mr. Wolfram. Voted 4-2-0 in favor with Mr. Wolfram and Mr. DeMore abstaining.

Staff Reports: None.

Brownfields Agency Liaison Reports: Chairperson Sylvester reported that she and Mr. Bristol attended the Economic Development Commission’s (EDC) meeting of June 21, 2016, where they presented and answered questions about the PowerPoint presentation put together with the help of Ms. Dostaler regarding the market assessment. As a result of this meeting, the Brownfields Redevelopment Agency and the EDC will plan joint meetings about once a quarter, or on a schedule as yet to be defined. Chairperson Sylvester will contact Chairperson Solomon to schedule a workshop to discuss the report some time during the week of July 11.

Ms. Dostaler reported that the Barton Building on Skinner Street has been purchased and was wondering if any outreach has been planned toward the owner. This will also be discussed with the EDC. Ms. Dostaler also reported that although she does not have confirmation on this, she believes the Old Bank Building on Main Street is either for sale, or will be shortly. 

Chairperson Sylvester reported that there is an EPA grant available area-wide for Brownfields planning. The deadline is August 10. A brief discussion regarding the feasibility of applying for this grant ensued, with the members deciding to read the grant information more thoroughly in order to fully understand the requirements. 

Continued Business: 
DECD STEAP Grant (13 Watrous Street): Chairperson Sylvester reported that Anchor finalized and submitted the bid package to DECD. DECD returned their comments which have been incorporated, prevailing wages have been requested from the State and June 30 is now the anticipated date for putting out the bid notice. Discussion occurred on the timeline of the bid walk, with a hope that it will be held on July 11. 

Agency record storage/website: STEAP grant related reports have been added to the EDC site. Chairperson Sylvester noted that she would like to see these moved to the Brownfields site. Discussion occurred on putting up the presentation as well along with the full AMS report and the Fuss inventory, with links between all as applicable.

New Business: Chairperson Sylvester noted that election of officers will be held in July.

Confirm next meeting (July 25, 2016): Confirmed. A workshop with the EDC, a bid walk, and a possible special meeting pertaining to the grant will be announced prior to this meeting.
