Minutes

Call to Order & Pledge of Allegiance

Chairperson Moore called the regular meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. in the East Hampton Town Hall Meeting Room. 

Adoption of Agenda

A motion was made by Mr. Hintz, seconded by Mr. Visintainer, to adopt the agenda as written.  Voted (6-0)
Approval of Minutes  
A motion was made by Mrs. Anderson, seconded by Mr. Pfaffenbach, to approve the minutes of the Town Council Special Meeting of January 7, 2014 and the Regular Meeting of January 14, 2014 as written.  Voted (6-0)
Public Remarks
Greg Voelker, Fire Chief, commented on the possible purchase of a tanker to replace the existing tanker.  Mrs. Moore noted that Phil Visintainer will work with Mike Maniscalco, Jeff Jylkka and Greg Voelker on the project.  The Board of Fire Commissioners will present the proposal to the Town Council.
Sam Oliva, East High Street, commented on the upcoming Route 66/196 project noting he was notified when the project was originally planned and attended a public meeting but there have been no additional meetings.
Presentations
Presentation on Route 66/196 Intersection
Will Britnell from the State of CT Department of Transportation provided a review of the final plans for the Route 66/196 intersection project.  The project has been in the planning stage for several years. A meeting was held at the beginning of the project for public comment. The project was initiated for safety reasons in that area.  The project also includes normalizing the Route 66/Old Marlborough Road intersection.  They are approximately one month away from the final plan being completed.  The project will go out to bid in early June with a bid award by the fall of 2014. 
Road Bonding
Philip Sissick, Public Works Director, provided an overview of the four year road bonding project.  The first phase is complete.  The 2nd phase paving will occur in the spring of 2014.  A draft of the bid package should be complete by Friday, January 31st.  Once the project is ready to begin, the road list information will be published in the Rivereast.  
Bids & Contracts 
Community Center Generator Connection
A motion was made by Mr. Philhower, seconded by Mr. Visintainer, to authorize the Finance Director to purchase from Higgins Electric materials and labor to connect the existing generator to the Library/Senior Center building.  Voted (6-0)
Resolutions/Ordinances/Policies/Proclamations 
Good Samaritan Resolution Date
A motion was made by Mrs. Anderson, seconded by Mr. Philhower, to set the date of Good Samaritan Day to March 13th and to amend the wording in the previously adopted Good Samaritan Resolution.  Voted (6-0)
Resolution for Water Task Force

The draft resolution for the Water Task Force was reviewed.  Suggested changes included having one member from the Economic Development Commission on the task force, eliminating wording related to the consent order and not just focusing on the Village Center.  Additional comments will be forwarded to the Town Manager for the next meeting.
Resolution for Historic Document Preservation Grant
Annually the Town Clerk’s office applies for a Historic Document Preservation Grant to help fund the preservation of the important documents in the vault.  The grant is $4,000 annually and requires no matching funds.

A motion was made by Mr. Hintz, seconded by Mr. Pfaffenbach, to adopt the Historic Document Preservation Grant resolution and to amend the date to January 28, 2014.  Voted (6-0)
Resolution for Veterans Hiring Preference

The draft resolution for Veterans Hiring Preference was reviewed. Council should send any recommended changes to the Town Manager.  This resolution will be discussed further at the next meeting.

Adoption of Clean Energy Task Force Mission/Long & Short and Clean Energy Communities Municipal Pledge

Rebecca Myer from CL&P’s Clean Energy Communities was present to review the Clean Energy Pledge.

A motion was made by Mr. Visintainer, seconded by Mr. Philhower, to approve the mission and goals presented by the Clean Energy Task Force.  Voted (6-0)
A motion was made by Mrs. Anderson, seconded by Mr. Pfaffenbach, to direct the Town Manager to sign the Clean Energy Pledge.  Voted (6-0)

The FOI Workshop will be scheduled in late April.
Roundtable - February
Mrs. Moore reviewed the outline for the Roundtable meeting on the lake scheduled for Thursday, February 6th at 6:30 p.m. at the Middle School Commons.

A motion was made by Mr. Hintz, seconded by Mrs. Anderson, to allow the Board of Education non-union members to have access to the Defined Contribution Plan.  Voted (6-0)

A meeting is scheduled for Thursday, January 30th with Kx and Hunt Computer to work out the remaining issues with the system.

A meeting was held today with department heads to review the draft recommendations from Mr. Jacobs.  He will provide a report to Council on February 25th.

2013-2014 Leisure Priorities and Objectives

The Leisure 2013-2014 Priorities and Objectives report prepared by Ruth Checko is included in the Council packet for review.

Other
The High School Athletic Field Lighting project is out to bid.
A fence will be constructed around the rain garden at Sears Park temporarily until the plants can become more stable.

A multi-town accident mitigation meeting was held on Monday that included State Senators, Representatives, representatives from Joe Courtney and Richard Blumenthal’s offices, the Council of Government offices, the Department of Transportation, State and town police officers and town officials.  Possible funding opportunities were discussed.
There will be approximately $12,000 in inspection fees for the Brewer Road project since it is state and federally funded.
Town Council Liaison Reports
Mrs. Moore attended the Board of Finance Meeting.  The special revenue accounts were discussed.  Mr. Maniscalco will ask the Finance Director to put together a report on the last 5 years for the police fund.  

They also approved the 5 Niles Street request that was tentatively approved at the last Council meeting.
Mrs. Moore also attended the Board of Education meeting. She provided copies of the Full Day Kindergarten Feasibility Study.
