a. Discussion of Proposal from the  Request for Expression of Interest

Members discussed pros and cons of each proposal. Through discussion members acknowledged that neither option seems to truly be solving the original charge of “fixing the water problem and expanding the town water supply” but, instead appears to just be transferring the existing issues to a new owner with no expansion. After some additional discussion, member’s agreed that it would not hurt to here out the two companies further nor would it hurt to hear from Mr. Iannicelli on his phased development research. 
To address a concern expressed by the Town Council and Town Manager around attendance and commitment by members, Chairman Barmasse informed members that attendance records were shared (with Town Manager) and while he does not have any doubts on commitment of members, emphasized the need for attendance moving forward and that he is open to rescheduling if necessary.
