A. Joint Facilities 
Karl Boyer of AECOM presented the Middletown Avenue Pump Station (MAPS) Planning Phase Design Summary report to the Board. The presentation was comprised of two (2) suitable concepts in the Condition Assessment, Future Flow Evaluation, Development of Alternatives and Evaluation and Recommendations. Comments and suggestions will be discussed at the next JF meeting (5/21) and submitted to AECOM to finalize their report. Mr. DeSimone has requested the total cost of the project be included in the final report.

1. Budget Status FY 23/24
Mr. Clayton reported on the 23/24 budget. WPCA revenue is reporting at 83.6% and operating expenses are reporting at 85.7%. The sewer use second installment is due on May 1st. 

The 23/24 revenue collected from water customers for Town Center and Royal Oaks is reporting at 53.0% and 64.5% respectively and Operations is reporting at 49.1% spent for Town Center and 46.9% spent at Royal Oaks. Copies of budget report distributed.

A. Water Budget Presentation FY 2024/25

The monthly meter charge will remain the same at $40.00 per month/EMU and the use charge will remain the same at $12.00/1000 gallons. The final review prior to submitting their budget recommendation to the Town Council will be on May 7, 2024.
