5. Committee Reports

A. Joint Facilities Committee
Mr. Barmasse gave a brief overview of the March 20th meeting. Various items were grinder pump procedures and wastewater flow and nitrogen reports. With the election of officers, Mr. Barmasse was approved as Chairperson and Mr. Suprono approved as Vice Chairperson. Committee also entered in to an executive session to discuss a potential property purchase.
B. Operations, Management & Budget
1) Budget Status FY 2017/18
Mr. Smith reported that there were no unexpected expenditures for the month of March. Revenue collection is in line to date with the exception of water revenue which commonly runs a month behind. (Copies distributed and made part of these minutes). 
C. Public Water Systems
1) Village Center Water System Operations

 The Daily operations log indicates 18% unaccountable. Where it’s normally running at 10%. Meter Head is a potential cause as it wears out. Mr. Filanda also recommended doing a Raw water VOC.   
2) Royal Oaks Water System Operations

     System has been running well. The well pump was replaced at Memorial School. 

3) Hampton Woods Water System
No changes have been made that are affecting the WPCA at this time. Developer is currently looking for a zoning change with P & Z. 
    4) Municipal Water System Update 
       The WDTF will be meeting in a workshop format to create a presentation that will be      delivered to the Town Council to substantiate their recommendation to readdress the Cobalt Landing Wellfields and/or an interconnection with MDC via Portland.
D. Sewer Development
1) Hampton Woods Sewer System

     Lift station has not yet had start up.

6. Old Business, Discussion/Action
A. Approval of 2018/19 budget
The WPCA committee reviewed and discussed the recommended operating expense budget for 18/19 fiscal year. Motion was made by Mr. Suprono, second by Mr. Villa, the members approved the 18/19 WPCA Expense Budget of $1,399,470 which reflects a proposed increase in expenses of $136,966 or 10.85% over last year.
